The Heads of the Centers made presentations on the results of their activities for the
period of 2015-2019.  Serhiy Vyhivsky, director of the Center focused on the peculiarities
of social and psychological services provision for the main target category-ATO participants,
war veterans and members of their families living in Korosten and Korosten district.
